All the equipment of the 118th Howitzer Brigade, R.F.A., as well as horses, was taken over. The personnel of that

Brigade marched to railhead with only personnel equipment. The 2nd, 48th and 9th Batteries took over the battery
equipment, horses, etc., and the 12th Brigade Headquarters took over from the 118th Brigade, R.F.A., all of Head-

quarters horses, equipment, etc.

The 1st and 3rd Brigades retained for the new howitzer batteries the numbers of the old 18-pdr. batteries, but in

'48" was given to the Howitzer Battery, and the 8th transferred to the
12th Brigade as an 18-pdr. battery. The 47th Battery took over from the 2nd Battery all its 18-pdr. equipment and
horses, and the 49th Battery took over from the 9th Battery all its 18-pdr. equipment and horses.

The personnel for the 47th and 49th Batteries was made up from the B.A.C. and D.A.C., as well as each Battery
in the 1st and 3rd Brigades supplying a quota. The 48th Howitzer Battery was formed by the 5th, 6th, 7th and 8th
Batteries each supplying one sub-section.
